This paper explores the business cycle in Bulgaria and the Baltic countries: Estonia, Latvia and Lithuania during 1993-2005. The model used in this paper follows the methodology of King, Plosser and Rebelo (1988). Both the calibrated model and data series show that the major drop in output was due to productivity. In addition, the timing of the banking reforms coincides with the improvement of economic performance – a strong indication that banking regulations in place were crucial for the output performance throughout the period in Bulgaria and the Baltic countries. 



Spending multiplier in a modified

ed RBC model - In this paper we show that a standard government spending multiplier, typically associated with New Keynesian models, can be generated within the neoclassical framework. All it takes is an extension to the standard real business cycle (RBC) model, namely one that includes home production and 

fiscal spending shocks. In addition, real wages increase after a government spending shock. Our microfounded arti

ficial economy provides a sound theoretical framework to analyze 

	fiscal policy in a neoclassical framework and is able to capture many aspects of the data due to the presence of an interesting interaction between fiscal shocks and sectoral reallocation effects.
